Revised Injury Claim Scheme

The following procedures apply as and from the 2010 season until further notice. 

Notification of Injury

If a player is injured and considers that expenses will be incurred, the injured player must complete the Advise of Injury Form and forward it, within 10 days, to

Physiotherapists

Injured players may choose their own physiotherapist. However players should be aware that some physiotherapists offer discounts to St Brigid’s players.

Injured players’ claims may be made from either of the following:- 

Claim from St Brigid’s GAA Club

The maximum physio/medical expense that may be claimed from St Brigid’s GAA club, by any one player, in a calendar year is €300. (St Brigid’s GAA Club pays 2/3 of physio bills and the max payment will be €200). To avail of this, a player MUST be a paid up member before 31st March of the year in which the claim is made. (Exception-Inter Co transfers). 

ALL expense claims (to include receipts) must be

1. Submitted no later than six weeks (42 days) after the injury

2. Signed by the Team Manager.

GAA Injury Claim Form (This scheme is managed by Willis Insurance).

In the event of a serious injury or large claim where treatment by a Doctor or Dentist is required, the injured player should, if he has medical Insurance e.g. VHI, Quinn Healthcare, claim from the medical provider.  

From 2010, physiotherapy claims are removed from the GAA injury scheme.

Changes to the GAA Injury Scheme and applicable to the
Brochure for 2010

15- Medical, amended as follows:

“If you have medical insurance e.g. VHI, Quinn Healthcare, a claim must be made with your medical provider. Otherwise unrecoverable medical expenses are covered up to a maximum of €4,500 
The first €100 of each and every claim is excluded. 

15 (i) Physiotherapy etc removed from the scheme.

16- Dental, amended as follows:

“Otherwise unrecoverable dental expenses up to a maximum of €4,500 “.

 The first €100 of each and every claim is excluded. 

Exclusions and Limitations:

The following are added to 20

(vii) The GAA Injury Scheme will only provide cover in respect of hurling claims provided the injured claimant is wearing a Helmet which conforms to the NSAI Standard IS:355. (i.e. Mycro, Marc or Azzurri).
(viii) The cost of completion of the medical section of the claim form must be borne by the claimant.

Claims Procedure:

25 – 2nd paragraph amended as follows:-

        A claim form should be downloaded from www.gaa.ie  and the GAA Injury Scheme can be found under the heading of “Popular Links “  
The following addition paragraphs now included:

If a player returns to play after an injury and is reinjured a new claim form must be submitted.

A copy of the Referee’s report if the injury was sustained in an official match.

A letter from the Club Chairman/Secretary if the injury occurred in an Official Training Session or Challenge Match.

Official Training Session or Challenge Match.

Where a claim is being pursued under 1.4, a letter from the Club Chairman/Secretary confirming the claimant’s membership and stating the circumstances surrounding the accident/injury must be included.
The final paragraph amended as follows:

“All claims are required to be reported to Willis within 60 days of the injury by completing, as a minimum the 1st two pages of the claim form which should be signed and dated by the claimant.

In the event that the claimant’s signature and date is omitted, the first two pages will be returned for completion
	Claims reported to Willis Insurance outside the 60 days will not be processed
